With the council currently in recess it is a quiet time, one area the
councillors are working on is transport links. With the new contract
out for the 101 and 102 bus services it will mean a reduction in the
weekend service, we are still talking to the various parties to try and
find a way of improving the service but even if we are successful it
will not be in place for the commencement of the new contract.

Walston School

Work has started on the new school and we look forward to the
completion next year it will be a great asset for the local community.

Road Improvement Works

Road improvement works have been completed in Newbigging and
are starting in Carnwath. This will mean some disruption, currently
traffic lights are being used while they do some preparation work
with the road being closed on the 31st August and expected to
reopen by 21stSeptember. A diversion will be sign posted, it will be
long but it will be worthwhile with the improvement to the road.

Council Budgets

Finally,thecouncilhave agreed the proces
budget and this process will start with various consultations to
gather views of where savings could be made. It is very early in the
process but we are looking at needing to make around £18million in
savings. This is reduced from the starting figure last year but does
not make it any easier.
